If  Reliance raises the entire amount of
`̀20,000 crore through the issuance, it wo-
uld mark the largest ever fund-raising
through bonds by an Indian corporate
beyond the traditional lending sector of
banking and financial services.

Last year, HDFC had raised ̀̀ 25,000 cro-
re through bonds as the housing financi-
er looked to garner funds ahead of  its
merger with HDFC Bank.

Reliance had last tapped the domestic

debt markets in April 2020, a month af-
ter the national lockdown was impo-
sed to prevent COVID-19 from sprea-
ding. Back then, the conglomerate ow-
ned by Asia’s richest person had raised
`̀2,795 crore through five-year bonds at
a coupon rate of  7.40%.

Listing out the end-uses of  the proce-
eds from this week’s bond sale, Relian-
ce’s information document said that
up to 100% of  the funds could be used
for refinancing existing borrowings.
Up to 50% of  the proceeds could be

used for ongoing capex while up to 50%
of  the funds could also be used for ma-
king investments in or lending to do-
mestic subsidiaries where the share-
holding of  the parent company is more
than 51%. Up to 25% of  the funds raised
could be used for any other purpose in
the ordinary course of  business.

Eligible investors for the bonds are all
Qualified Institutional Buyers (QIB) and
any non-QIB investors specifically map-
ped by Reliance on the BSE Bond EBP
Platform.

The fund-raising plan comes at a time
when Reliance Jio, India’s top telco, has
been rapidly expanding 5G networks and
looking at countrywide coverage in a few
months. Jio has launched 5G-based fixed
wireless access (FWA) services that will
ride on 5G network infrastructure.

Debt capital market executives said
that the coupon rate — or the rate of  in-
terest paid to investors — could be set
around 7.75-7.80%.

Mumbai: Mukesh Ambani-owned Reli-
ance Industries plans raising up to
`̀20,000 crore in its largest ever domestic
bond sale this week, marking the biggest
such domestic issuance by a non-BFSI
private entity in India where regulators
want companies to rely on market in-
struments to help establish a corporate
bond market that reflects the breadth
and stature of  Asia's No. 3 economy.

The sale of  non-convertible debentures

London: Oil prices fell about 3% to their
lowest since late August on Tuesday, as
demand concerns arose from mixed
Chinese data and waning investor enthu-
siasm on interest rate cuts. Brent crude
futures fell $2.53, or 3%, to $82.65 a barrel ,
while US West Texas Intermediate crude
fell to $78.35 a barrel, down $2.47, or 3.1%.

Both contracts hit their lowest levels since
Aug. 25, and Brent futures were set to close
below $84 a barrel for the first time since
Hamas Islamists' Oct. 7 attack on Israel.

The premium on front-month loading
Brent contracts over ones loading in six
months was also at a 2-1/2-month low,
indicating market participants are less
concerned with current supply deficits.

“Traders will remain on high alert for
signs of  a wider conflict emerging in
the (Middle East) region that could
disrupt supplies, but it seems those
fears are subsiding," OANDA analyst
Craig Erlam said.

China's crude oil imports in October
showed robust growth both year on
year and month on month, but its total
exports contracted at a quicker pace
than expected.

Minneapolis Federal Reserve President
Neel Kashkari on Tuesday doused hopes
of  early rate cuts, saying the US central
bank may have to do more to bring in-
flation back down to its 2% target. In-
vestors are awaiting comments from Fed
Chair Jerome Powell, who is due to speak
on Wednesday and Thursday.
