Diesel sales rise in Dec, but
Omicron dampens demand

NIDHI VERMA
New Delhi, January 3

INDIAN STATE REFINERS'
daily diesel sales rose in
December from the previous
month, but a rapid surge in
infections due to the Omicron
coronavirus variant could hit
fuel demand in Asia’s third
largest economy.

State retailers sold about
208,150 tonne of diesel a day
in December, up 8.75% from
November and 1.48% higher
than the same month lastyear,
preliminary sales data com-
piled by the industry showed.

However, it represented a
1.60% decline versus Decem-
ber 2019, before the Covid-19
pandemic had spread globally.

Movement of diesel-con-
suming trucks in India picked
up in December as more fruit

and vegetables were trans-
ported across the country than
usual that month, while fac-
tory output and exports con-
tinued to grow, truckers asso-
ciation Indian Foundation of
Transport Research & Training
said in a statement.

But it said the rapid spread
of Omicroninthelast fewdays

of December had “initiated (a)
sense of nervousness” in trade
and commerce, which was
beginning to impact the road
transport business.

Diesel accounts for about
two-fifth of refined fuel con-
sumption in India and is
directly linked to industrial
activity. Industrial activity

slowed in December but
remained above the 50 mark
that separates growth from
contraction.

Daily petrol sales rose
3.21% month-on-month to
81,950 tonne in December as
motorists preferred to use per-
sonal vehicles to protect
against Covid-19. State retail-
ers — Indian Oil, Bharat Petro-
leum and Hindustan Petro-
leum — control about 90% of
the fuel stations in the country.

India’sjet fuel sales contin-
ued to rise in December from
the previous month, but there
are signs that growing travel
restrictions to contain the
spread of Omicron could hitjet
fuel demand. Asian refining
margins forjet fuel plunged to
a three-week low last week as
airlines trimmed capacity.

Irdai to modify norms for
remuneration of CEOs,
directors of pvt insurers

PRESS TRUST OF INDIA
New Delhi, Januvary 3

REGULATOR IRDAI ON Mon-
day proposed to modify the
guidelines on remuneration of
non-executive directors, man-
aging directors, CEOs and
whole-time directors of private
insurance companies with a
view to check excessive risk
taking behaviour of top execu-
tives.

Asperthe proposed guide-
lines, the remuneration of chief
executive, managing directors
andwhole time directorswill be
divided between fixed pay,
perquisites and variable pay.

Also, the fixed pay should be
reasonable and all the fixed
items, including perquisites,
should be treated as part of
fixed pay, as per Irdai's expo-
sure draft.

Irdai has sought comments
on the exposure draft of'Guide-
lines on Remuneration of Non-
Executive Directors and Man-
aging Director/Chief Executive
Officer/Whole-time Directors
of Insurance companies'by Jan-
uary 19.

It further proposed that the
non-executive directors will be
entitled to a remuneration of

uptoRs 201lakhs perannum,in
addition tositting feeand other
expenses.

“Apart from sitting fee and
other expenses, it provides for
payment of remuneration
commensurate with an indi-
vidual director's responsibili-
ties and demands on time,
which are considered sufficient
to attract qualified competent
individuals,in the form of fixed
remuneration.

“Such remuneration, how-
ever,shallnot exceed Rs 201akh
perannum foreach suchdirec-
tor excluding Chairman," it
said.

As regards chairman of the
board, the proposed guidelines
said the remuneration may be
decided by the board of direc-
tors of the respective company.

The non-executive director
willnotbe eligible foremployee
stock ownership plans (ESOPs).

Prior approval of Irdai will
be needed for any allotment of
sweat equity toa non-executive
director.

The remuneration for the
whole-time directors, chief
executiveand managing direc-
tors will be divided between
fixed pay, perquisites and vari-
able pay.

Replacing power duty with GST to
cut revenue by 60,000 cr: Study

New Delhi, Janvary 3

THE IMPOSITION OF goods
and services tax (GST) on elec-
tricity could result in annual
revenue loss of over 359,700
crore to the general govern-
ment, even if the item is kept
under the lowest tax slab of
5%, according to a study by
Ernst & Young.

This assumes the current
system of electricity duties is
done away with when GST is
levied on electricity.

The report, seen by FE, was
prepared at the behest of NTPC
to analyse the potential bene-
fits and drawbacks of making
electricity taxable under GST.

Oftheaforementioned rev-
enueloss, 357,395 croreis seen
to be the cumulative loss of
state governments while the
Centre is seen to lose around
32,318 crore every year, as per
the Ernst & Young report.

erating on making electricity
taxable under GST,and NTPC
was asked to conduct detailed
research on the subject.
Currently, states charge
electricity duty based on con-
sumption, which varies from
state to state and goes up to
20% in some cases. Since coal
is under GST and electricity is
not, power utilities and indus-
trial and commercial con-
sumers are denied input tax
credits. There is a 5% GST on
coal, the largest source of elec-
tricity in the country. The
3400/ tonne GST compensa-
tion cessisalsolevied on coal.
The study found that the
introduction of GST will lead

tolowering of commercialand
industrial power tariffs, but
may lead to higher tariffs for
domestic and agricultural
consumers who cannot claim
the input tax credits. To keep
end-tariffs in check for
domestic and agricultural
power, states will have to pay
higher subsidies.

To offset revenue losses to
the Centre and states, the
report suggested charging 5%
GSTonall consumer categories
and at the same time a cali-
brated electricity duty for the
various consumer segments.
The electricityduties have been
calibrated in such a way that
the benefits to industrial and
commercial consumers are
limited within ¥0.05 /unit.

Inascenariowhere 5% GST
and calibrated electricity duties
are levied, the revenue loss for
the centre is pegged at 32,131
crorewhile statesare seen fore-
going 3,653 crore after devo-
lution of 419% revenue by the
Centre to states.
